Rookie & Minor Draft Rules

REVISED: 1/8/2016
1. There is a 14 player maximum per team.
2. The teams will draft in the order determined by drawing a number from a hat.
3. All Players will be drafted
4. All Players that attend the tryouts will be chosen first.  Players that do not attend will be placed in a blind draft. 
5. Players involved in the blind draft will have their names selected from a hat (The blind draft will continue in the order of the continuing draft.)
6. In the first round each team will draft a pitcher. If there are enough pitchers to draft a second round for each team, this will be done in the 2nd round.  Catchers will now be placed in the draft with all other players, and not drafted separately as in previous years. 
7. Time limit is three minutes for draft selection

8. The following is a sample of the draft rounds:
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9. Manager/Coach – Freeze Picks
a. Managers are allowed a maximum of 2 freezes – their own daughter or a relative, and one coach’s daughter.  The Manager’s daughter/relative freeze and the Coach's daughter freeze cannot both be rated first round pitchers.  If both players are rated first round pitchers, the Manager will not be allowed to freeze that Coach's daughter. 
b. Sibling/Relative Rule:

1. All relatives must be selected in the draft.

2. Player needs to attend the tryouts to be rated and placed in the appropriate draft round by the other coaches.

3. If the player is unable to make the tryout, she will be placed as a first round draft pick.
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
